	Link to Background Knowledge

	What is the background knowledge that students need to meet the learning objective?  May include pre-assessment or review of previous instruction. 
Students will review three rules of soccer with the emphasis on safety as discussed in previous classes with the teacher on a portable white board.
The three (3) Soccer Rules are the following: 

1) Rules infractions for a direct kick
2) Rules infraction for an Indirect Kick

3) Rules Infraction for a Hand Ball



	Engage and Explain

	What is the knowledge or skill that students will need to be successful in meeting the learning objective?

Students will huddle up in their four (4) respective teams.  They will have five (5) minutes to go over the three (3) soccer rules with their teammates.

Each teammate will pick a rule and tell the importance of that rule.  Remember different points for the same rule can be brought up (i.e. Rule infractions for a direct kick can be dangerous for violator or the one violate ) 

	Active Learning

	How will students apply the new knowledge?
In a game setting, players must state the rule of the infraction when the whistle is blown before the game can will be continue.  If a student states the wrong rule the teacher guides that player to the right rule before play continues.  



	What will you do for students who have early success? How do you extend their learning?
A student who excels in the three rules of soccer can assist as a referee when his or her team are not playing. 

	What will you do for students who need additional support (special needs, EL, or more time/practice)? 

A student can watch a video of the specific soccer rule (s) that is causing difficulty with that student which is made by the teacher. (i.e.  youtube.com)
Peer teaching can happen when a student’s team are not playing. (i.e. peer tutors can explain the three soccer rules)


	Reflect

	How will students connect new learning to previous learning?  How will students make connections?

1) Students will pair up and discuss the soccer rules after playing a game.

2) Students will state two of the three soccer safety rules on an exit ticket.


	Assessment:  How will students know if they got it? How will teacher know if students got it?

Students will take a post assessment test in the next class on the three (3) soccer rules.
They must state all three (3) soccer rules as discussed in the previous class.


	Next Steps

	What is the real world application for this new learning?  How does it connect to future learning?

Safety rules are just not important in the sports, but in all aspects of life. 

What happens to me if I am not safe? Will it affect me in other aspect of my life?
