	Learning Objective: I can use communication strategies to achieve a goal as a team.  
	Lesson Notes/materials: - Gym Suit (shirt, shorts)

	Link to Background Knowledge

	What is the background knowledge that students need to meet the learning objective?  May include pre-assessment or review of previous instruction.  Students should recall from previous lessons/units instructions on participating in fair-play and giving equal opportunity to all classmates to participate.  Students should utilize fundamental skills such as sharing, positive communications strategies and encouragement of all teammates .  Review positive communication strategies in a group activity setting.  

	Engage and Explain

	What is the knowledge or skill that students will need to be successful in meeting the learning objective?  Students will be instructed to give all students equal opportunity to participate in the game.  Examples of this could include, ensuring that each teammate has the opportunity to kick while on offense or that each teammate has the opportunity to participate in a fielding position of choice while on defense.  Students will be instructed to use positive communication skills including being encouraging at all times.  Students will have to see a need for communication and then apply the skill.  For example, a gap in field coverage might result in the need for teammates to move to a different location.  Students could communicate this need and then execute their plan.  

	Active Learning

	How will students apply the new knowledge?  Students can apply the skills learned during this listen to all team sports played during class sessions.  The skills of fair-play and positive communication can also be transferred to other aspects of life.  The team-building activities stressed in this lesson are applicable to many areas of life and should encourage students to practice these skills outside the PE classroom.  Students should apply communication strategies to the group activity.  Students could ask “have you played in a fielding position that you want yet”  “have you kicked the ball yet”  “Nice play”  “why don’t we move a teammate to this location to cover a gap in coverage”

	What will you do for students who have early success?  Students with early success will be expected to be positive role models to other students in class.  They will be functional examples of the lessons be stressed during this lesson.  
	What will you do for students who need additional support (special needs, EL, or more time/practice)? Modifications for this activity can be handled on a “by case” scenario.  However several examples of modifications could be:
-the use of a larger, lighter ball increasing the outcome of success while kicking and fielding

- The use large numbers on cones at each base to assist students in getting to the correct base.  

- The use of floor tape to guide students along the correct base path

-The use of peer assistants to aid students in fielding and base maneuvering 

	Reflect

	How will students connect new learning to previous learning?  How will students make connections?  Students should recall previous lessons on communication and positive team-building and apply it to this lesson.  Students should connect these lessons and see that positive and encouraging communication result in a better and more successful team dynamic.  
	Assessment:  How will students know if they got it? How will teacher know if students got it?  The teacher will monitor student interactions and behavior and look for instances of positive communication, positive teamwork, and peer encouragement.  This could perhaps be recorded subjectively using a rating scale over 5 days with the expectation that the score would increase as students begin to function in a positive team dynamic.  

	Next Steps

	What is the real world application for this new learning?  How does it connect to future learning?  Good communication skills and positive peer interactions are necessary skills for the student to have in the future.  These sills will translate to all academic areas and in situations beyond the school walls.  As students become more adept at positive communication, peer interactions and conflict resolution will increase.
