	Learning Objective: 

I can perform communication (verbal and non-verbal) during all of the activities of the lesson.
I can identify two different ways to communicate (verbal and non-verbal) during the closure of the lesson.
I can demonstrate proper cooperation and respect working together to solve a problem, (listening to each other) during all of the activities of the lesson.
I can communicate with a peer by gaining their attention through verbal or non-verbal communication.


	Lesson Notes/materials:
20 student class-
Materials.  17 poly spots. Key word posters. Possibly a noodle, beanbag, or hula hoop.
Is there a unique situation that may be needed to be addressed in this class?  There is a student with Autism.  He has delays processing and transitioning.  At this point still benefits from having prompts.  
 What are safety concerns? Be aware when moving around in the gymnasium.
Intro: Discuss key concepts/words.  Cooperation (working together to solve a problem). Communication (an exchange of thoughts, ideas, and opinions either verbally or non-verbally (talking, sign language, txting, gestures).

Game: Tree Hawks- 17 students stand on a polyspot (trees) spread out in the gymnasium.  3 students in the middle as the hawks.  The students start by communicating any way to switch spots before a hawk gets on their spot.  Each student can only stay on their spot for no more than 5 seconds.  

Extension: Stop them and allow them to communicate only non-verbally.

Extension: Stop them and tell them they only have 3 seconds for each spot.

	SOL:

	Link to Background Knowledge

	What is the background knowledge that students need to meet the learning objective?  May include pre-assessment or review of previous instruction.
Discuss with the students about cooperation and communication.  Also discuss different forms of communication (non-verbal and verbal).  The students also need to know how to move in the gymnasium safely when playing these games.  The students need to know that they need to use equipment and participate with peers appropriately especially for the farmers problem game.
What Prior Knowledge?  This is the first lesson of the unit, however students will use cooperative skills that they have used in previous games without them knowing they have worked on cooperative skills.
Pre-assessment: How many students can communicate verbally and non-verbally.  How do the kids cooperate with each other when there is a conflict.

	Engage and Explain

	What is the knowledge or skill that students will need to be successful in meeting the learning objective?
The students will need to know how to communicate verbally and non-verbally.  

The students will need to know how to work together.

The students will need to know how to respectively listen to everyone’s input.

Cooperation (working together to solve a problem).

Communication (an exchange of thoughts, ideas, and opinions either verbally or non-verbally.

Verbally or non-verbally (talking, sign language, texting, gestures).
First game, have the students play by communicating verbally.  Stop them and tell them they can only communicate non-verbally.  Stop them make the seconds of staying on the spot shorter.

	Active Learning

	How will students apply the new knowledge?
The students will initially play by communicating in any form.  The class will pause discuss/demonstrate some ways they have communicated that were successful and what were not so successful.  Allow each student to practice with a peer in the class of the communication skill that worked.  Start again but tell them they can only communicate non-verbally. 

The class will pause discuss/demonstrate some ways they were able to communicate unsuccessfully and successfully.  Start again but this time non-verbal with allowing the students to stay on the spots for less time.  Allow students to practice with a peer in the class of the non-verbal communication that worked.


	What will you do for students who have early success?
For the students who have early success, make them not allow to go to a spot that they have touched in the past 3 turns.

Make the students communicate with someone different each time and not someone they have already talked to.
	What will you do for students who need additional support (special needs, EL, or more time/practice)?
Providing the student with a noodle to touch a peer to communicate to switch spots. (how he will communicate if needed)

Allowing additional time to get to the spot. (how he will be successful in a game if needed)
Giving them a hoop or beanbag they can toss to an open spot if the student cannot move quickly. (additional modification so he will be successful in a game if needed)


	Reflect

	How will students connect new learning to previous learning?  How will students make connections?
The students will have to take the knowledge of moving around the gymnasium safely into this lesson.

The students will have to work on cooperation and communication throughout this lesson.
Ask the students how will communication be used outside of PE? Class, a job, a team?

Does cooperation effect how well things get done?
	Assessment:  How will students know if they got it? How will teacher know if students got it?
The students will discuss/demonstrate which communication techniques worked best for them during the verbal communication portion.

The students will discuss/demonstrate which communication techniques worked best for them during the non-verbal communication portion.

Exit ticket: The students will circle their more preferred communication technique (verbal or non-verbal) and write a specific unique technique they used or want to use next time.

	Next Steps

	What is the real world application for this new learning?  How does it connect to future learning?
This lesson will connect with the students by providing the students the knowledge of cooperation and communication.  It also will explain the importance of these two words in everyday life.  

This will also set up the class atmosphere for the rest of the year as cooperative and respectful.

The student will learn that it helps to gain someone’s attention to start communication.
