SOL 3.16 Congruent and Noncongruent Shapes

1 class period as an assessment

The student will create congruent shapes.

The student will use 100s chart to fill in congruent shapes.

Materials: Blank grid paper for each student in class, scissors, pencil, SMARTBoard, Math notebook

The class will begin by working through a SMARTBoard warm up to recall information from previous content this year.  After completing this activity and checking it with a partner and as a class, we will begin discussing congruent shapes.  We will talk about how shapes are congruent only if they have the same size and shape.  We will work through examples where they have to determine which shapes are congruent.  

After the students have an understanding of which shapes are congruent I will give them all a blank piece of grid paper.  The students will have to create a shape with an area of 10.  They will then cut out 4 congruent shapes so each student will have 4 pieces in front of them.  (Shown below)
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The students will then pick a 2 digit number with a 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, or 8 in the tens place and a 4, 5, or 6 in the ones place.  They will put their number in the same box in all four shapes.  
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The students will then check their shapes with a partner to make sure all four are congruent.  They will then rotate their four shapes. (shown below)
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As a class we will discuss if their shapes are still congruent since they all look different.  Then the students will switch with a partner and fill in the rest of their boxes based on a 0-99 chart.  (Harvey Almarode, SMARTBoard Hundred Chart Cutouts)

Once completed each partner will check the work and glue it to a piece of construction paper to turn in for a grade.
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
