Games in the Grass Pathways Station


	Learning Objective:  I can travel using different pathways.


	Lesson Notes/materials:
Scooter boards, a minimum of 3 colors of tape to create pathways, pool noodles and holders, dome cones, streamers, pictures of pathways, poly spots (red and green)

	Link to Background Knowledge

	What is the background knowledge that students need to meet the learning objective?  May include pre-assessment or review of previous instruction. 

Students need to understand /review concepts of body awareness, personal space and movement in general space

Students need to understand /review safe scooter use protocols



	Engage and Explain

	What is the knowledge or skill that students will need to be successful in meeting the learning objective?
The students will pick a scooter board; bring it to the pathway of their choice to begin the circuit, containing straight, curved, and zig-zag pathways.  The start and stop locations are indicated with a green (start) or red (stop) poly spot.  Students will travel counter clockwise through the circuit, with the option of repeating or bypassing a pathway.  See attached for circuit diagram.



	Active Learning

	How will students apply the new knowledge?

The students will use these pathways when they move through home and school environments, as well as for recreational activities. In the classroom, students will use pathways during block building, during dramatic play, and when using manipulatives and table toys. Teachers will be encouraged to focus on pathways when students are moving throughout the building. 

	What will you do for students who have early success? How do you extend their learning?  The students may scoot through the pathways in a different way on the scooter board, for example using their legs to propel themselves versus their arms.  They could be encouraged to move the scooter board in a different direction for example, sideways.  Also, allow them to be a peer buddy.
	What will you do for students who need additional support (special needs, EL, or more time/practice)?
They student who needs additional support may repeat the path.  Staff or a peer could provide additional support.  Use cones to outline the pathway.   Use visual aids, such as a diagram of the pathway.  Use a visual schedule(s).  Use first/then boards.

	Reflect

	How will students connect new learning to previous learning?  How will students make connections?
Have the students name or point to their favorite pathway. They may observe theirs strokes in their handwriting.  They may realize that they can connect pathways.  They may notice that they are walking in a straight, curved, or zig-zagged line.

	Assessment:  How will students know if they got it?   The students will have successfully navigated one or more pathways.

How will teacher know if students got it? Students will be observed to determine if they navigated a pathway.



	Next Steps

	What is the real world application for this new learning?  How does it connect to future learning?  

Students use pathways as they move throughout their day.  The students will have the vocabulary words for the different pathways which can help them better follow directions and communicate about movement.
